INSTALLED. MAKE SURE ELECTRICAL SERVICE TO THE FAN IS LOCKED IN OFF
POSITION.

1. Read all instructions before installing or using exhaust fan.

2. Use this unit only in the manner intended by the manufacturer. If you have
questions, contact the manufacturer.

3. Before servicing or cleaning the unit, switch power off at service panel and lock the
service disconnecting means to prevent power from being switched on accidentally.
When the service disconnecting means cannot be locked, securely fasten a
prominent warning device, such as a tag, to the service panel.

4. Installation work and electrical wiring must be done by qualified person(s) in
accordance with all applicable codes and standards, including fire -related
construction.

5. Sufficient air is needed for proper combustion and exhausting of gases through
the flue (chimney) of fuel burning equipment to prevent back drafting. Follow the
heating equipment manufacturer's guideline and safety standards such as those

published by the Build Code of local , and the local council regulations.

CAUTION: FOR GENERAL VENTILATING USE ONLY. DO NOT USE TO EXHAUST

9. NEVER place a switch where it can be reached from a tub or shower.

e Do not operate the fan with a damaged cord or plug, after a malfunction or if
there is dropped or damaged in any manner.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

CAUTION: MAKE SURE POWER IS SWITCHED OFF AT SERVICE PANEL BEFORE
STARTING INSTALLATION.

NOTE: THIS EXHAUST FAN IS FITTED WITH A SUPPLY CABLE, THUS THERE IS NO
NEED TO OPEN THE FAN FOR WIRING.

NOTE: FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, THE LOCATION OF THE INLET AND OUTLET
VENT SHOULD BE WITHIN 6M IN DUCT LENGTH.

Preparing for Fan Installation

1. When selecting fan mounting location, the following criteria should be considered:
a) Mounting to minimize noise generated by fan operation:

Mounting the fan as far as possible from the intake point will minimize fan operating noise
from being transmitted back through the duct work. If the fan is to be used as a booster for

moving the air between two rooms, a central point along the duct may be optimal.

b) Service accessibility: Fan location should allow sufficient access for service.

Installing the Fan

Using the screws provided,Secure the fixing plastic bracket to a
suitable surface,joist,or structure made for the fan.

Ensure the direction of the airflow is correct when securing the fan
Make sure the supply cable is within reach of the mains socket outlet.
Note:Fan mounting can be at any point along the duct.

TIPS:If the outlet is to another room,then the fan should be in the
middle of the duct to reduce fan noise.If the outlet ventis to
outdoor,then position the fan near the outlet to prevent back draw
of outdoor air.

For best performance,place the fan motor as close to the outlet

as possible.These fans pull air better than they pushiit.

Please pay attention to the direction of airflow sticker located

on the fan. (see Fig.2)
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NOTE: Fan mounting can be at any point along the duct.

TIPS: If the outlet is to another room, then the fan should be in the middle of the duct
to reduce fan noise. If the outlet vent is to outdoor, then position the fan near the
outlet to prevent back draw of outdoor air.

For best performance , place the fan motor as close to the outlet as possible. These
fans pull air better than they push it.

Please pay attention to the direction of airflow sticker located on the fan.

Installing the Inlet and Outlet Vents

1.Locate an suitable location for the inlet and outlet vents.

2.Cut a suitable hole into the vents mounting surface.

3.Remove the grill cover and then insert the ventinto the hole
surface and secure with screws.

For LED light support or Air valve installation

1.Hold the body of the LED light support against the wall or
ceiling and mark the four screw holes and the cable entry on
the side. (Use the fixing clips to secure the fan in panel walls &
ceiling). See fig.1

2.Connect the Transformer to the LED light and to a
suitable power supply, ideally switched live of the Extractor Fan
or Bathroom lighting circuit.

NOTE: When performing the cut out hole for the inlet and outlet vents, ensure there is
no electrical wiring, joist, or structural member are cut.
NOTE: For best performance, duct length between the inlet and outlet length must

not be more than 6 metres.

Installing the duct

1)  Cut the required two duct length and inlet vent to the fan and from the fan to the
outlet vent.

2)  Pull the duct over the fan inlet and secure with the cable ties provide. Repeat
process for the inlet vent.

3) Repeat step 2 for the fan outlet to the vent outlet.
Note: It is recommended the duct be used in a fully extended position and with

minimal amount of bends or turns. This will reduce any unnecessary friction
pressure resulting in reduction of airflow.

IMPORTANT:The LED light must not work independently of the fan.

Immediate 12V power source to the down lighter must be short-circuit proof.

* Where the installation does not permit connecting the LV leads from the lamp
housing directly into the remote transformer an extended lead can be used
using wiring a minimum of 1mm sq in section, the terminal block included and a
standard BS6220 5 amp junction box. Terminal block not included. Installation
may require advice from a qualified person.

» Place the ceiling cover onto the LED light support Chassis by locating onto the 3
lugs, and twisting anti-clockwise.

Never connect mains supply direct to the LED light.

Disconnect the power supply that before removing or replacing
the LED light.

To change the LED light follow steps 1 - 2 below

1. Remove faulty LED light by pulling out of LED light housing.

2. Replace new LED light by aligning the 2 pins with the LED light holder in the
LED light housing and pushing into position.

MAINTENANCE & SERVICE

Before carrying out any maintenance, ensure the power is switched OFF from the mains
power supply.
1. Wipe down the fascia and grilles with a wet soapy cloth only. Do not allow water
to contact electrical part, such as motor.
2. Never use petrol, benzene, thinner or any other such chemicals for cleaning the
ventilating fan.
Do not immerse resin parts into hot water over 60°C .

Do not place hot objects near or install nearby hot appliances.
